There is a hybrid system used on the island to produce electricity. VINLEC uses diesel engines to generate

electricity and there is also a solar photovoltaic (PV) and Battery Storage system which was installed in 2019.

Electricity was introduced to St. Vincent and the Grenadines in 1931 by the then Crown Colony Government.
